Are you ready to ride? 
  
 Better riding weather is just around the corner; letôs 
ensure that each of us, and our motorcycles, are well 
prepared. A well maintained motorcycle is the 
responsibility of each rider. During the winter, many 
motorcycles may have been stored or at least most 
people ride less frequently and your motorcycle should be 
serviced to ensure that it is in the best operating condition, 
particularly if you are planning any long road trip. Itôs not a 
bad idea to consider taking it by the shop for service 
before taking it back out on the road. Among other safety 
inspections, now is a good time to check the condition of 
your tires; tread wear and air pressure. 
     Sand on the road is dangerous, as you know it has 
been used generously around the Antelope Valley as well 

as the local mountain roads. It is likely to be there for a 
while, and it is usually heaviest on the turnsébe careful. 
   Know your hand signals, pay attention to them and pass 
them back so that every rider in the group is informed. I 
would recommend that you take the time to review 
ñAntelope Valley Harley Ownersô Group Chapter Riderôs 
Guideò located on the avhog.org website, under the ñRide 
Safetyò link, then ñdownload group riderôs guideò.

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HAND SIGNALS 
 

Riding formation is normally in a double file staggered zigzag with the lead road captain at the front of the left 
column.  

This is our default formation, and unless signaled otherwise will be our normal riding formation.  Information 
on riding formations, preparing for a chapter ride, individual responsibilities, safety, and other important topics 
can be found in the Chapterôs Riderôs Guide.  The guide is located on the Chapterôs web site www.avhog.org, 
and is well worth taking a look at.  For information on access to the web site see Richard Longworth the Web 
Tech, and he will get you hooked up. 

These are some of the more commonly seen hand signals you will 
encounter while riding with the chapter.  It is a good idea to 
become familiar with them, and their meaning.  Please, feel free to 
ask any of the road captains if you have any questions on the use 
of hand signals, and/or group riding.  If you ride two up itôs a good 
idea for your rider to know these signals too.  While out riding they 
may routinely be required to function as your copilot, and give the signals for you.
