Last month | wrote about preparing your bike for
the warmer weather and more frequent riding. |
specifically focused on tire tread wear. Taking my
own advice, | dropped by the shop and asked Steve
to check the tread depth of my tires, and as a result,
| had a new rear tire and brakes installed on my
motorcycle. With the beginning of spring on March
20%, you will likely wash the winter grime off of your
motorcycl e soon, i f you
time to give it a once over inspection. Inspect; oil
lines, hoses, and your drive belt for wear, look for
loose bolts and/or screws. Check all your headlight,
tail and brake lights and turn signals for proper
operation.

In addition, it is helpful to keep these general
guidelines for riding safety in mind:

Be visible; be aware that cars and trucks have blind
spots. Try not to ride in a position that keeps you in
their blind spots. Do not assume that vehicles
entering traffic see you. One of the most common
motorcycle involved accidents is caused by a
motorist executing a left turn in-front of a rider. We
have all experienced a motorist making a lane

change into the lane we already occupy. It does no
good to become angry after the fact, instead apply
dffactive strategies, give yourselgspaveaanditimé td
respond to other motoris
time and space to respond to you. We have all heard
it said a thousand times before and it remains some
of the best advice for all of us to remember: Pretend
youdre invisible and rid

Riding formation is normally in a double file staggered zigzag with the lead road captain at the front of the left
column.

This is our default formation, and unless signaled otherwise will be our normal riding formation. Information
