When you're riding in the kind of heat we have the possibility of getting dehydrated, or overheated, is substantially
increased. |1 tdés surprising to some that motorcycling
taining your strength and mental sharpness is important. Between the heat and the wind it can really zap you. This is
especially true if you are taking long trips. (HOG# 2585958)

Here are a few tips to keep in mind:

A Drink plenty of fluids when on a motorcycle trip, edpeci
Water and sports drinks are the drinks of choice. Avoid tea, coffee, caffeinated soda, and
alcohol, as these have a diuretic effect that can actually lead to dehydration

AKeep your skin covered and protected when riding as well. Although this is mainly for skin protection, it will also help
protect you against the wi ndrotectryaureyas fiomuhesunlaynd dondét f off get
wearing sunglasses.

Rest in the shaded or air conditioned area when stofdped.

If you are riding in heated conditions, try to drink appropriately for your body type and weight when riding. Don't wait
until you are thirsty to decide to drink. Fluid replacement should be part of your daily plan. Thirst is a sign - too late - of
dehydration, performance may already be impaired.

One last point - cool beverages are absorbed better than room temperature or warm beverages.

Riding formation is normally in a double file staggered zigzag with the lead road captain at the front of the left
column.

This is our default formation, and unless signaled otherwise will be our normal riding formation. Information
on riding formations, preparing for a chapter ride, individual responsibilities, safety, and other important topics
