SAFETY OFFICER

     What do I do if I drop my motorcycle and I am all alone?  First turn off the motorcycle kill switch. If you can reach the 
gear shifter, shift the bike into first gear. This will keep your motorcycle from rolling away or falling on top of you. If the 
bike is lying on its right side pull the kickstand out. When you extend the kickstand, once you get your motorcycle up 
right it can rest safely with out toppling over. 
     Make sure your front tire and handlebars are pointing down towards the ground. Now turn around with your back to 
the motorcycle where the seat is, take hold of the handlebars and find a suitable place to grab hold of the rear of the 
bike. Words of caution biker, do not grab hold of the finder, saddlebags or plastic accessories. They were not manufac-
tured to withstand the weight of a motorcycle. Some bikes come with a handle at the back, if not find a place on the 
frame to hold on to. Now squat down put your back up against the seat, plant your feet and lift with your legs. Remem-
ber to take little steps back as the bike lifts up.  The first part of the lift is the hardest and heaviest part. Once you get a 
little momentum and the bike is on its wheels it gets easer. 
Just a note: If the bike has fallen on its left side and you canôt reach the kickstand, you will need to use a bit more cau-
tion when you pick your motorcycle upright so it wonôt topple over the other way. Once the bike is up on two wheels, 
from the left side, carefully balance the bike and yourself, and then with your left foot reach back and extend the kick-
stand down. Now you can rest the motorcycle on the kickstand. Ride Safe . . . Pat

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HAND SIGNALS 
 

Riding formation is normally in a double file staggered zigzag with the lead road captain at the front of the left 
column.  

This is our default formation, and unless signaled otherwise will be our normal riding formation.  Information 
on riding formations, preparing for a chapter ride, individual responsibilities, safety, and other important topics 
can be found in the Chapterôs Riderôs Guide.  The guide is located on the Chapterôs web site www.avhog.org, 
and is well worth taking a look at.  For information on access to the web site see Richard Longworth the Web 
Tech, and he will get you hooked up. 

These are some of the more commonly seen hand signals you will 
encounter while riding with the chapter.  It is a good idea to 
become familiar with them, and their meaning.  Please, feel free to 
ask any of the road captains if you have any questions on the use 
of hand signals, and/or group riding.  If you ride two up itôs a good 
idea for your rider to know these signals too.  While out riding they 
may routinely be required to function as your copilot, and give the signals for you. (HOG# 1830909)
