TREASURY REPORT

Hello Everyone,

This month | would like to talk to you about riding winding roads and canyons. When coming into
a stretch of road with many curves, your lead Road Captain will signal for single file formation. The
normal rule is to maintain a 2 second allowance with the bike in front of you. Go ahead and stretch
that out a bit! You wi ||l be able to enjoy t
going to get there at the same ti me. Re me mb
ride beyond your ability! If the bike in front of you is getting too far ahead, you will catch up at some
point.

Stay off of the center line. Besides the possibility of a head on collision with a car or bike that
crosses over the line on a curve, this is also where sand and gravel accumulate. A lot of the time
there is also sand and gravel to the right of the lane from cars that cut the curve too tight. There is
always the chance of anything from small rocks to boulders on the road in canyons. Even when a
route has been pre ridden and was all clear the previous week- end, or even day before, something
may have broken loose.

At this time of year, when it is so hot, critters are more active during the morning and evening.
Besides snake, rabbit, squirrel, etc., and coyote, there are deer, bobcat, cougar, and the occasional
bear, in our local hills and mountains. Always keep an eye out for movement in the brush along the
road.

Night and the ride around the infield (see Kip) on August 14. Also, on August 22, the overnight ride
to Carpenteria (see Rick Sistoni). September
Donét forget to pass back your hand signal s.

If you ever have any questions about a ride or riding or a complaint about someone else on the
ride please see one of your Road Captains.

: SAFETY OFFICER

According to the National Highway Traffic Safety Administration (www.nhtsa.gov), alcohol is a greater risk
factor for fatal crashes involving motorcycles than other types of vehicle operation (NHTSA, 2006). For ex-
ample, 1 in 4 automobile driver fatalities in the United States were alcohol-related during 2005. In compari-
son, a higher proportion of motorcycle rider fatalities (1 in 3) were related to alcohol in the same year (see
also Subramanian, 2005). Although researchers have hypothesized that motorcycle riding performance
could be impaired at levels below established per se limits (Colburn et al., 1993), there has also been limited
research to characterize the impairing effect of alcohol on motorcycle control.

As you well know, the use of alcohol is strictly prohibited prior to and/or during official Chapter events.
Once the event has been officially declared concluded, responsible riders will be careful to moderate their
alcohol consumpti on.

HAND SIGNALS

Riding formation is normally in a double file staggered zigzag with the lead road captain at the front of the left
column.

This is our default formation, and unless signaled otherwise will be our normal riding formation. Information
