As you may or may not know, | had the opportunity to attend the rally in Sturgis this year. Riding
through Yellowstone National Park and throughout the Black Hills of South Dakota with good
friends was a very memoriable experience and | look forward to doing it again sometime in the fu-
ture. As you can imagine, there were thousands of riders at every turn and this is where special
care must be taken to avoid potential danger. "Don't crowd the center-line” was a piece of advice
that you were well served to observe. It is very difficult to make a mid-turn adjustment once you
have selected your line through tight turns. It is far better to allow enough room, prior to entering
your turns, to avoid oncoming riders or automobiles that may cross the line into your path. In addi-
tion, the center-line becomes especially slippery when wet and South Dakota has it's share of rain.
So, whether you're riding the Black Hills or our local canyons, avoid crowding the line and provide
yourself an additional margin of safety.
