SAFETY OFFICER
By Pat Espinosa

This advice is often given to new riders by experienced motorcyclist. It is directly from the
NHTSA motorcycle safety pamphlet and good advice to always keep in mind:

"Assume that you are invisible to other motorists and operate your motorcycle accordingly." Po-
sition yourself to be seen. Ride in the portion of the lane where it is most likely that you will be seen
by other motorists. Avoid the car's "No Zone" (i.e., blind spot). Use your headlights, day and night.
All motor vehicles have blind spots where other vehicles cannot be seen with mirrors. These blind
spots are to the left and right rear of the vehicle. Do not linger in motorists' blind spot. Wear brightly
colored, preferably fluorescent, clothing. Use retro-reflective materials on clothing and motorcycle,
especially at night.

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HAND SIGNALS

Riding formation is normally in a double file staggered zigzag with the lead road captain at the front of the left
column.

This is our default formation, and unless signaled otherwise will be our normal riding formation. Information
