Back Off Jack!:  A few years ago I was riding a four 
lane road about 50 mph in the left lane.  I noticed an 
overloaded pick-up truck in front of me..  There was 
oncoming traffic to the left and traffic on my right.  I 
couldn't pass; I thought about backing off but didn't.  
About a nano-second later, a stepladder came hurl-
ing at me off the truck .  I panicked, froze up, didn't 
do anything - I ended up hitting the stepladder.  To 
be honest, I don't know how I remained on two 
wheels and/or didn't get ran into, but I knew I 
screwed up.  I should not have been following too 
closely; I should have not allowed myself to be 
boxed in; I should have remembered  swerving/
braking skills.  Pay attention to your riding environ-
ment and expect things to happen.
