Lessons Learned: (This is YOUR space to 

pass on experiences so we may learn from them) 
 

SEE:  My brother was riding on a two-lane road 
when he ran into the back of a car that had been 
parked on the roadway with its four-way flashers on.  
It was daylight at the time of the accident, the road 
was flat, and there were no noted obstructions to 
visibility.  My brother does not know why he did not 
notice the car was stopped until he was about 60 
feet away.  He locked up his rear brake at approxi-
mately 30 feet from the car and struck it at an esti-
mated 45 MPH.  He was catapulted over the car; he 
broke, fractured, and shattered most bones and re-
ceived severe road rash.  Situational awareness 
was not there.  Had he used the constant process of 
Search, Evaluate, Execute (SEE), he may not have 
been involved in the disastrous accident.

Answer to Last Months 
Question:  A 

As temperatures increase 
along with traffic, more of 
us will be apt to ólane 
splitting.ô  Many riders ar-
gue that lane splitting is 
safer than riding with the 
slow flow or stopped traf-

fic.  The University of Southern California con-
ducted a study commissioned by the US. DoT 
that concluded - lane splitting is safer than sit-
ting in stop-and-go traffic, where bikers are far 
more likely to be "sandwiched" between two 
cars.  Although discouraged in the CA Motor-
cycle Handbook, lane splitting by motorcycles 
is permissible under CA law but must done in 
ña safe and prudent manner.ò  A purposely 
vague law offers more latitude for interpreta-
tion (and citations).  Because there are too 
many variables to list here, my recommenda-
tion is to research the law on the web.  Safe - 
but still dangerous.  Focus, concentrate, and 
stay alert!   Suggestion?  Let me know!
