     When group riding, the group may get split up by a car or other vehicle traf-

fic, donôt panic, maintain your speed and allow one of the Road Captains rid-

ing in the rear of the group (the Jump) to assume the lead for the second half 

of the group. Once the gap is closed, Probably at the next stoplight, the Road 

Captains will return to their original position in the pack. Remember that the 

working Road Captains have been briefed on the route, so you donôt need to 

worry about being lost as a result of being separated from the lead Road Cap-

tain. Speeding, dodging in and out of or around traffic to catch the forward 

group can dangerous and is not permitted on our chapter rides. Our first prior-

ity is to go to and from our destination as safely as possible!

Lessons Learned: (This is YOUR space to 

pass on experiences so we may learn from them) 
 

Bottom line?  Yes it IS dangerous.  After 20 years of 
riding, I would say:  Pay attention ALL the time; as-
sume that they don't see you because they DONôT, 
and expect the unexpected because it WILL hap-
pen.  It is important to recognize the risks and mini-
mize them the best you can.  Work through one is-
sue at a time.  Take a MSF or similar course, wear 
protective gear when it is hot, uncomfortable, or in-
convenient.  Remember, motorcycles are not inher-
ently dangerous, they are just machines that do 
what we tell them to do.  Operator Errors = Acci-
dents ; its that easy.  Pull your head out; put an ap-
proved piece of tupperware on it; get with the pro-
gram; ride responsibly and weôll see you at the next 
Chapter event.

The motorist either does not see the mo-
torcycle at all or does not see the motorcycle 
in time to avoid a crash.  NHTSA stresses four 
steps for drivers to become more aware of mo-
torcyclists:  Respect the motorcyclist; Look out; 
Anticipate a motorcyclists maneuver; and Al-
low plenty of space.  NHTSA will do their part, 
We need to do ours.

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HAND SIGNALS: 
The default riding formation is double-file staggered zigzag with the Lead Road Captain at the 
front of the left column unless signaled otherwise.  Information on riding formations, preparing 
for a Chapter ride, individual responsibilities, safety, and other important topics can be found in 
the Chapterôs Riderôs Guide.  The guide is located on the Chapterôs web site @ 
www.avhog.org, and is well worth taking a look at.   

Below are some of the more commonly seen hand signals you will encounter while riding with 
the Chapter.  It is a good idea to become familiar with them, and their meaning.  Please, feel 
free to ask any of the Road Captains if you have any questions on the use of hand signals, and/
or group riding.  If you ride two up itôs a good idea for your co-rider to know these signals too; 
while out riding they may routinely be required to function as your copilot, and give the signals 
for you.
