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Some of you have an en-
gine idle management sys-
tem that will turn off the rear
cylinder fuel injector when
engine temp reaches a pre-
determined point. Idle
speed is maintained; the
rear cylinder becomes an
air pump which works to cool the engine. Your
body runs off a similar concept; when it gets too
hot it can shut down. June is a good time to talk
about Hyperthermia . Heat can create many
safety problems. Heat can cause us to become
inattentive, short-tempered, dizzy and slow, leading
us to ride in an unsafe manner. Add humidity and
the effects are compounded. What to do? Try to
gradually adapt to the higher temps until acclima-
tized. Drink water often. Take frequent breaks in a
cooler area. Dress lightly in layers; shade your
skin from the sun. Stay alert to signs of heat ill-
ness in yourself and others. If you see signs of
heat illness, move the person to a cool place and
fan or soak him/her with cool water. If he/she is
conscious, give the person water to drink. If you
suspect that someone is suffering from heat stroke,

call for medical help immediately. Suggestion?
